Medium: Cast bronze
Value: $700

“In this study piece I’ve tried to create a disquieting mood through

the use of gesture and the symbol of a fish. Like much of my work

the combination of elements allow the viewer to interpret and draw

their own conclusions. I often take artistic liberties when working

with figures, particularly editing appendages for compositional
reasons. In this study I have removed the
right arm, which, I believe, adds to the
psychologically charged piece.

David’s commissions include a memorial
sculpture to 3000 victims of a fire in
Toulouse France to a stainless steel piece
for US Bancorp in Minneapolis. He is
currently working on the first sculpture
for the Beltline located in Rose Circle
Park.
